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PRINCIPLES OF MEDICAL PHARMACOLOGY1 consists of four main modules (parts) – General Pharmacology and Prescription Writing, Special Pharmacology, Drug Toxicology and Tests, including 24 chapters. Its main purpose is to facilitate and deepen the studying of Medical Pharmacology, which is the basis of modern pharmacotherapy, and in this way to make contribution to prophylaxis and treatment of diseases of social importance. 

Emphasis is made on classification, pharmacodynamics, indications and adverse reactions of drugs. Pharmacokinetic characteristics, drug interactions and contraindications are given in cases of drugs, important for the clinical practice. Dosing regimens are indicated only for drugs used in common diseases and emergency conditions, because they are subject of extent description in different Reference Books and Clinical Guides.

This book is in conformity with Pharmacology programs in Bulgaria and West European countries. It is based on modern scientific sources and reflects editor’s thirty years experience in teaching, writing and editing Pharmacology textbooks, tests, Pharmacotherapeutical Guides and Reference Books (some of them having 5–6 editions).

The illustration of this book includes 122 figures, 89 modern classifications of basic pharmacotherapeutic groups, 40 tables, 20 formulae and 42 selected prescriptions. The importance of the discussed topics in some cases is demonstrated by thoughts of worldwide famous scientists, physicians, writers and public figures.

The book contains 57 computer compatible tests (seminar, module, pharmacotherapeutic) with 934 questions and 3726 possible answers. They are made by Professor’s Assistants in Pharmacology in Medical Universities in Sofia, Stara Zagora and Pleven. Module tests are translated in English.
PRINCIPLES OF MEDICAL PHARMACOLOGY is addressed to Medical, Pharmacy and Stomatology students 3rd, 4th and 5th year of study (for medical students – 6th year too). It is an interest to postgraduate and PhD students, lecturers in fundamental and clinical branches of Medical science, scientists and Medical representatives.
